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Talmadge Thompson

A scholarship was established to honor the life and work of
Talmadge Thompson, a teacher, counselor, and
administrator in Tulsa Secondary Schools for 35 years.

Thompson retired from Memorial High School after serving
as assistant principal. He was a member of Tulsa Classroom
Teachers Association, the Oklahoma Education Association,
and the National Education Association. He was also a
member of Pi Gamma Mu, Phi Delta Kappa, Phi Alpha Theta,

and the Tulsa Scottish Rite. Thompson was a 32° Mason in
the Tulsa Masonic Lodge #71.

Talmadge Thompson graduated from Will Rogers High School in 1949, The
University of Tulsa in 1953, and Columbia University in New York in 1960 with a
M.A. degree. Thompson was a captain in the U.S. Air Force Reserve after serving in
the Korean War.
